§ Property Damage: Cats may begin to con-
gregate around the building, leading to 
scratching, spraying, or other damage to 
common areas. 
§ Noise and Disturbance: Large groups of cats 
can cause noise at night, disturbing other 
tenants. 
§ Liability Issues: If a cat scratches or bites 
someone on the property, there could be 
liability concerns for both management and 
tenants. 
§ Pest Control Challenges: Food left outdoors 
can quickly become a source of infestation,
